Selection criteria and procedures
The recipient of the SBIA is expected to be a senior outstanding scholar and researcher in biometrics, who has made a sustained technical contribution of far-reaching significance and impact on the field. Demonstrable leadership in the biometrics community’s professional activities, promoted by IAPR and its member organisations, will be a secondary criterion used in judging the merit of each nomination. The prize consists of a cash amount and a suitably inscribed certificate.



Instructions for Completing the Senior Biometrics Investigator Award Nomination Form
a) In completing the Nomination Form, please note that the SBIA is to be given in recognition of a technical contribution of far-reaching significance and impact on the field of Biometrics by a senior investigator.
b) The nomination must be made using the special SBIA Nomination Form.  The form must be filled out in the English language and must be typed in a font no smaller than 10-point.  Photographically reduced entries are not permitted on the form.
c) Particular care should be taken in completing Item 6 and 7, which is of crucial importance.  The material in Items 8 and 9 should serve to substantiate and elaborate upon the material in Item 6 and 7.
d) Entries in Item 8 should conform to standard publication citations and be sufficiently complete to permit their ready reference. A link to the candidate’s Google Citations entry should also be included.
e) The Proposed Citation (Item 4) should be concise and be consistent with the contribution cited in Item 6.
f) In Item 10, the nominator should list at least 3 (and no more than 5) individuals who can serve as endorsers of the nomination. The endorsers must be familiar with the nominee’s work and be in a position to evaluate it and attest to its significance.  (It is suggested that nominators check with prospective endorsers in advance about their ability and willingness to serve in this capacity.)

i) Endorsers should be reminded that their completed and signed form must be sent by them via email to the Chair of the 2026 SBIA Prize Committee and must arrive no later than 31st July 2026.  Nomination Forms or Endorsement Forms received after that date will not be considered.
